(	There is a speed limit of 50kph.



(	Wild animals always have the right of way, so kindly protect/respect them.

(	It is not allowed to go off-road; keep your vehicle on designed track.

	The Bwindi Impenetrable Forest is a magnificent green swathe of dense rainforest, so ancient that it survived the last ice age. A recently proclaimed world heritage site, it is one of the most biologically diverse areas on Earth and its unique, precious flora sustains roughly half of the world’s population of mountain gorillas – believed to number about 600. There is also a substantial chimpanzee population and research shows that Bwindi is the only forest in Africa in which these two apes live together.

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		On average working Britons are allowed to take four to five weeks paid holiday per year. In the past any time off would have been without pay so only the wealthy could afford a holiday.





		The development of the better transport networks (road, rail, sea and air) has made places much easier to get to.


 



		There are lots of time saving devices in our homes like vacuum cleaners, microwaves and dishwashers. The use of these frees up time allowing people to spend more time on leisure activities instead.






		More people own cars so they can just get in the car a go and visit places with very little hassle/planning involved. The car is the preferred mode of transport for people from the UK holidaying in the UK.





		The amount of money that people have to spend on travel and tourism depends on how much money is left after paying for necessities like rent or mortgage, food, household bills. What is left is called disposable income. In the UK people’s disposable income has risen in recent years.






		The length of the working week has reduced. In the 1950’s the average working week was 50 hours. The typical working week in the UK is now 37-40 hours. 





		The last few years have seen a very strong UK economy. People have felt well-off, exchange rates have been good and people have not worried too much about losing their job. This meant many people were happy to spend a lot of money on holidays abroad and frequent short breaks at home.  





		Many people want to take their holidays in a place where all their needs are met to the highest possible standards. The opening of places like Disneyland meant that people’s dream holiday could become a reality. Millions of people travel to and stay in such holiday centers very year.






		In recent years many low cost airlines have set up offering ‘no frills flying’. They offer a basic service but pass on savings to customers making air travel cheaper. Many more people fly more frequently as a result.





		In the early days of travel people were scared that if they tried to book it themselves things would go wrong. Tour Operators would put all aspects of the holiday together into a package. Package holidays gave more nervous travelers the confidence to travel further for longer.
